We will begin offering free dance classes to 
children living at our local garbage dump 
community partnering with the Smokey Mountain 
church there. We are aiming to transport the 
children out of the garbage area for the classes 
each Saturday morning and to hopefully be able to 
provide nutritious snacks.
